deletion of the requirement of one upper-division Humanities course outside of the major

•
revision of the Fine Arts requirement: only required if no Fine Arts course was taken to fulfill the General Education Humanities/Fine Arts requirement

•
deletion of the requirement of an additional Mathematics/Natural Sciences course to be replaced by the two new requirements described in the following notes

•
addition of the requirement of an additional Math course if student did not take MATH 1830 or 1910 [calculus] to fulfill General Education requirement

•
addition of the requirement of a course in the Physical Sciences [Chemistry, Earth Sciences, Physics] if no physical science course was taken to fulfill the General Education natural science requirement

•
the requirements for Foreign Languages and Social/Behavioral Sciences remain unchanged

B.S. REQUIREMENTS

•
deletion of the Foreign Language requirement

•
deletion of the requirement of one upper-division Humanities course

•
deletion of the requirement of an additional Mathematics/Natural Sciences course [rationale being that this requirement is redundant for Science majors]

•
deletion of the additional Social/Behavorial Science requirement

•
addition of a Fine Arts requirement, required if no Fine Arts course was taken to fulfill the General Education Humanities/Fine Arts requirement

•
addition of a the requirement of a Global Context course, if a course from the list is not taken to fulfill the General Education requirement in the Humanities/Fine Arts or Social/Behavioral Sciences categories
